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Charging the charging case

To charge the charging case, connect the included USB power adaptor.

CAUTION

The charging case is not waterproof. Do not expose this product to liquids such as sweat, rainwater or seawater.

Turning on the power

Once you remove the earbuds from the charging case, the earbuds will turn on.

The indicators light up as shown below, and the power turns on.

When connecting to a Bluetooth device, you can talk, adjust the volume and so on using this product.
Operate this product as follows.

End a phone call During the phone call, hold down the function key for about one second.
Ignore a call When a phone call comes in, hold down the function key for about one second.

Switching between connected devices (with Multipoint connection)

* When music is playing on the first connected device, answer the phone call coming in using the other
connected device (such as a smartphone).
